This weekend the psalmist reminds us that each of us is known to God by name, that the 
secrets of our heart are God’s secret and that God, from afar, discerns our purpose. 
 

This great love is accompanied by a great responsibility and this responsibility is emphasised in 
the first reading when Isaiah proclaims: 
 

“I will make you the light of the nations 
so that my salvation may reach to the ends of the earth” 

 

This is the same call that is made to John in today’s Gospel:   
 

“You, child, will be called the prophet of the Most High; 
you will go before the Lord to prepare his ways” 

 

For most of us, however, it is not in extraordinary ways but rather in the daily activities lived in 
the simplicity and ordinariness of our lives that we answer this call from a God who is faithful - 
I will raise up my servant from the house of David -  but also a God of surprises, whose action 
invariably challenges conventional expectation; and, on the human side, the sense that it is 
faith in such a God – often a faith that has to undergo struggle and 
growth, like that of Zechariah – that truly lets God’s power into the 
world. 
 

Pope Francis in Gaudete et Exsultate calls on us to commit 
ourselves to living out a spirituality that values the everyday and 
the ordinary, that knows the power of compassion and mercy and 
is ready to pay the price for living it.
