First Sunday of
Advent (Year B)

We recently returned from our first trip to Europe, a quick two weeks in Paris and London. Apart from
the awe inspiring architecture and sense of history that we experienced one of the things that
particularly struck me, especially in Paris, was the presence of heavily armed police around the city.
Understandable | suppose with the recent spate of terror related incidents but quite confronting and
somewhat comforting at the same time. This was not so obvious in London, although all the
Underground stations were plastered with the slogan "See it, Say It, Sorted". A reference to being
watchful for terrorist related activity.

I've been thinking that, that's a pretty useful slogan for us to consider during this Advent season
starting this weekend. Advent is a time for us to get ready and prepare for the arrival of the Messiah.
As Jesus tells his disciples in the Gospel, "Be on your guard and stay awake, because you never know
when the time will come".

"See It, Say It and Sorted" could be a little formula to help us to prepare for the arrival of Jesus. It is an
exhortation to be mindful of your surroundings and being present. To be watchful, to stay awake, to
be tuned in.

"See It" can help us to identify which areas in our lives we need to be watchful of, things that we think
or do that come stop us from having a full relationship with Jesus. "Say It" can be us articulating out
loud to ourselves and others about the areas in our lives that we want to work on. Write it down in a
journal, tell a friend to keep yourself accountable. "Sorted" suggests an action to address your
concerns. You can sort it by inviting Jesus into your life and handing your issues over to Him to help
you get sorted. As the Psalmist sings "Lord make us turn to you, let us see your face and we shall be
saved" God is always there for us, we just need to invite him into our lives as Isaiah writes in the first
reading "Return for the sake of your servants".

So as we ready ourselves for the Christmas season of shopping, eating and drinking, let us take some
time to remember the real meaning of Christmas, the arrival of our Saviour Jesus Christ and spend a
few weeks getting ourselves ready.

Be present to yourself, and See the areas in our lives that need to change. Say it to yourself or
someone else about what you intend to do and Sort it out by inviting God into your life to make it
happen. | wish you a week of stillness and contemplation as you prepare for Christmas.
