Then the 

mirroring goes back and forth, subject to subject, centre to centre, love to love. Then the loving 

becomes its own kind of knowing. This is knowing by PARTICIPATION.” Richard Rohr ofm. 

Lent is that time to participate more fully in LOVE both in realising the richness I have to give and 

the richness God wishes to give to me, then will I truly begin to ‘ love with God’s eyes and to see 

with God’s heart’ . 

“Today, we need a Church capable of walking at people’s side, of doing more than simply 

listening to them; a Church which accompanies them on their journey. 

The whole journey of life is a journey of preparation …..to see, to feel, to understand the beauty 

of what lies ahead, of the homeland towards which we walk. 

What is important is the whole journey by which we arrive at the mission the Lord entrusts to 

us.” Pope Francis. 

Let us not be preoccupied with what it is we choose to give up for Lent but rather let us 

participate fully in the journey of transformation, to let go that which keeps us from believing in 

ourselves and in each other and in our GOD’s confidence in us!
