In last week’s newsletter Ben Norris used the example of a checklist to frame the readings. | love lists as a
way to stay on track with what is to be done. This is exactly how Ben used his checklist for us to know and
follow a God centred life. This week the readings, | think, take us further on that journey. Jesus, in John
14: 6, is ascribed by the gospel writer the description as the ‘Way, Truth and the Life’ and this week the
readings have a theme of the second of these — TRUTH. Truthfulness with ourselves, with our
relationships with others and truth with how we live our God centred life.

Moses, in the reading from Numbers, has taken the seventy elders apart from the camp in a type of
leadership formation for the times ahead when the Israelites disperse across their promised land. This
group, whilst away from the camp, begin to prophesy as the Spirit opens their hearts. On returning to the
camp all are surprised to find two young men led by the Spirit and prophesying too. | think the reaction of
Joshua is unsurprising but Moses’ acceptance is the key. Moses does not want these young men silenced.
Moses’ truth in his own self and his knowledge of the overwhelmingly giftedness of the Spirit welcomes
the presence of God in those other than the chosen elders.

The reading from James continues from last week and is very strong, even accusatory, of those leaders in
commerce who exploit workers and the less powerful in the community. Truth in all our relationships is
shown in how we react to all who provide services and contribute through their labour. Whilst we may
not be key players in the industrial realm we are consumers on many planes. James reminds us that we
too can challenge unjust practices and acknowledge the contribution of many who provide services in our
lives. This is a very small example but | always enjoy hearing the call of thanks to the bus drivers from
alighting passengers — recognition of the person who has guided us on our journey!

The Gospel from Mark has overtones from the first reading. Jesus reminds us that all goodness, even by
those who are 'not one of us’ is still seen and welcomed by God. Truth in our God centred life draws us to
accept everyone whose goodness lifts our eyes and hearts to a loving and all embracing God.

Our checklist for this week has the word integrity writ large. We are called to be people of integrity in our
actions, our relationships and our living the Word of God.
